LAW ENFORCEMENT SERVICES
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Real-Time Intelligence Center
In 2023, our real-time intelligence investigators responded to 2,438 calls for
service/requests for video footage. Investigators were able to find usable video
footage in 72% of cases worked.

Victim Services Unit

In 2023, our Victim Services Unit provided services to 1,900 victims, witnesses, and
survivors of crime within Chattanooga. A total of 16,367 services were provided by
the Victim Services Unit in 2023.

Crime Analysis Unit

In 2023, our Crime Analysis Unit provided 1,614 analytical reports to
officers/investigators, community partners, and outside agencies. The Crime Analysis
Unit focuses on tactical, strategic, administrative, and crime intelligence analysis for
the CPD.

Drone Unit

The Drone Unit seeks to increase situational awareness, enhanced safety, and
improved overall operational efficiency through unmanned aircraft systems.
In 2023, our Drone Unit deployed 268 times.

Crisis Co-Responder Unit
In 2023, there were a total of 2,682 mental health calls in Chattanooga. To help relieve
patrol officers of these calls and provide further crisis aid to individuals, the Crisis Co-
Responder Unit (CCRU) responded 200 times. Additionally, the majority of calls CCRU
responded to were diverted from emergency rooms and confinement.

Community Outreach Unit
The Community Outreach Unit was established to create positive community
relationships with the general public. In 2023, the Community Outreach Unit hosted
over 50 events, meetings, and programs, all geared towards community engagement.

For this analysis, theft from motor vehicle incidents were excluded from the larceny/theft category
to be reflected within its own category. Theft from a motor vehicle is the unlawful taking, carrying,
or leading property from a motor vehicle.[1]

Tennessee law defines kidnapping as knowingly abducting or confining someone in a manner that
interferes with their liberty and exposes them to the substantial risk of injury.[1] The numbers that
are reported reflect the textbook definition of kidnapping and additional custodial interference.

A drug-related offense is when one unlawfully manufactures a controlled substance, delivers a
controlled substance, sells a controlled substance, or is in possession of a controlled substance.[1]

Driving under the influence is when a person's ability to safely operate a motor vehicle is impaired.

A person may be charged for a DUI if they are under the influence of an intoxicant such as
marijuana, narcotic drugs, or alcohol.[1]

Overdoses

People can overdose through multiple substances, including prescription drugs, opioids, or a
mixture of drugs. Opioid overdoses happen when there are many opioids or a combination of
opioids and other drugs in the body that the victim is unresponsive to stimulation and/or breathing
is inadequate.[4] Below are stats from the overall overdoses that occurred within the City of
Chattanooga in 2023.
